We foster out of the box thinking (within the rigour
of scientific methodologies) and devote substantial amount of time to teach you that.

It will
instead provide you with the 21st century skills, like critical thinking, problem solving, project based work and
intercultural competences. It will enable you to work in various industries with the flexible intellectual base and a
humanities/social sciences toolkit of skills.
